Different questions of Heraclean ceramic stamping attracted the attention

also of other investigators, the viewpoints and conclusions of whom will be
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stated below, in the course of consideration of questions raised in the
present article.

The interest of Soviet archeologists in Heraclean ceramic containers
is not fortuitous. It is not only that study of this material is =mery
important for the elucidation of the developement of the economic ties
of the ancient states of the North Black Sea area. Chiefly, perhaps,
it shows the significance of amphoras, in th@s case O0f Heraclean amphoras,
as dating material. These very Heraclean amphoras , as is known, are
found in particularly large quantities in the inventory of many tumuli
groups in the North Black Sea area. They compose an overwhelming number
of the ceramic containers mfxkhexRi¥xzgkx¥msxx in the Elizabetovan tumuli
on the Don, many of them in tumuli around the Dnieper and in the Crimea.
Here were found many tens of whole jars and still more of their fragments.

There was a significant quantity of fragments of Heraclean amphoras also

in the settlements of local tribes. Oftefn it is precisely on the basis

of this material that the mentioned monuments are dated. From what has
been said it is clear how much greater significance work on making more
precise the chronology of Heraclean amphoras has, which gpExhkxxx may be
achieved in the first place by means of study of the stamps found on them.
Such work urgently needs to be done, it allows kXhkExakkxxmmExk one to arrive
at important results, in particular to alter or make more precise the dating
sequence of the tumuli complexes.

The necessity for revision of a whole range of questions involved
with Heraclean ceramic stamps im dictated also by the circumstance that
previous conclusions, reached more than 35 years ago, were based on very
limited material. In present times, thanks to a very significant quant-
and above all the opening of a series of well-dated complexes,

itative growth of materiaaﬁ there has appeared the possibility of revising

a series of fundamentad guestions of Heraclean ceramic stamping.
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These questions are first and foremost questions of chronology -- the

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As we know, the stamped pottery tara (amphoras) wnich were
used for the transport of liguid material for pouring serve as
one of tne great sources for the study of the nistory of the
commercial ties of tne states of the antique world. The study
of stamps found in the nortnern Black Sea area has already made
it possible to settle upon many centers with which northern
Pontic cities maintained comwercial ties, about which, in written
history, knowledge is lacking or else extremely fragmentary and
unclear, So, for example, was established the fact of economic
ties with Knidos, Paros, Ikos, Thasos, Mende, and SO on.

In present times all the more, the majority of amphora stamps
are localized by definite production centers; nevertneless, there
are always stamps from so-called uncertain centers (locorum in-
certorum), which cannot yet be located with perfect reliability.
But in that time /when the facts of Knidos, etc, were establisned/
there remained, not localized by exact production centers, many
groups of stamped amphoras and of fragments which make up the basic
mass of finds at the excavations of ancient cities and settlements.3
The present notes are devoted to the attempt to localize one of tae
group of pointed ampnhoras in the basic production of ceramic stamps.

Among the material of tne Olbian expedition of the Leningrad
branch of the USSR Academy of Sclences Institute of Archaeology

(AOMA AH CCCP) frow the excavation in 1961 is the handle of an




amphora with an anepigraphical stamp (fig. 5),% attracting the
attention of the author by 1ts striking likeness to the coin types
of Aegina, On the oval seal, which approaches a circular form
(diameter 1.7-2cw) is depicted a sea turtle (Caelone caouana),
which was a standard type of obverse in the coinsg of the Aegina
region (fig. 6—2-4)f§gmtne beginning of the VII century BC,
throughout the whole period of their coining alwmost up to the
loss of Aegina's independence in 456 BC.D The Aeginetan"turtlesn
were coined in enormous quantities throughout two centuries, and
deluged the markets in predominantly the west and south parts of
the Aegean basin., The Aeginetan monetary system received wide
extention beyond the boundaries of relatea islands.® In tais
system, as we know, began the wminting of coins in all the HNorth
Pontic cities--0lbia, Pantikapia, Tyros, and otaers.

Comparison of Olbian stamps and Aeginetan coins minted up
to 456 does not preclude suspision that the designs on taem were
copied from coin types. In such forms, the stamped emblems of
the Aeginetan coin type produced in this center became genuine
attributes of amphoras. This allows, very probably, that tuae
REEImeRanx #xurk e XRa X Nid B ¥ X KR E A X I E Xk RBEX SR REXKXNBE XS
Aeginetan "turtles" were widely known in the Greek world; they
do not arouse doubts as to their origin, bubkximximilaximmy
and by Ilnvestigation, also cCeramics with such stamps testified
very clearly about the places of production.

0 A similar appearance finds analogy in cerawic seals and

certain other centers, Such, for exawple, are the now well

known anepigraphical stawps on the Chian ampnoras of the
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V - XXxpemxprigx IV centuries, on which are depicted a sitting
sphinx with an amwphora in front of it--the coin type of C'nios.7
Coins of this type: Dionyssus seated on a donkey, were used on the
stamps of Mende, V century DC-B

The published stawp, nevertheless, is yet only oan and,
of course, cannot settle the gquestion of Aeginetan ceramic tara
completely. Obviously, the amphoras in Aegina were not stamped
as a rule, and Aegindtan stamping was only of small quantity and
sporadic. WNevertheless, as it seems to us, the form of the handles
as well as the composition of the clay allow the statement of certain
Judgments about the type of amphora, and its comparison with one
of the known types of unstamped ceramic tara from the Nortn Black
oea area from the end of tne VI: to the beginning of the V centnmy BC.

The amphora handles (fig. 7-2) are not high (11 cm) and are
oval in cross-section., The clay is of a reddish-tawny tint, and
finely grained; it contains soft inclusions of broken-down matter,
sand, and in large quantity, soft, glittering mica., In production
measure they somewhat recall the Thas§ian., The handles are covered
with colored engobe. At tneir bases, instead of fastening to the
body of the amphora they are forced in against it by the fingers.
By all signs, the handles belong to awphoras close in type to those

we call protothasianlo

and concern the second half of the VI to the
first half of the V century.

Fragments of unstamped amphoras (not all examples are known to
me), the clay of which is extremely close to the description, but
the handles analogous to those publisned, are often met with in the
archale strata of Olbia.. They have a low, straignt neck (9-10 cm)

with a flat, slightly projecting rim, beneath which is an inecised

growe, The rim on tne handle sides is sowetimes sligntly squeezed
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greve e —rim--on tae-nEndlesIdes 18 SON¢ times—stigaily-sgueezed
in, which gives it in the plane an eliptical form; the diawmeter

is 10.5-12 ecm. The handles are thickened imwediately below the
rim; at the base, instead of fastening to tae body of tie amphora,
they are forced in by the fingers near the fastening of tane handle.

Fragments of similar amphoras, found in particular at tae tiwe
of thne excavation at 0lbia in 1961, in excavation El before the
investigation of the large archaic pit, include material of tune VI
to the first half of the V century. Judging by the preserved
fragments, they are of a short, stubbykgzzﬁ with a broad body.

The peculiarity of the clay and the form of the nandles were very
clbsely observed /23/ i stamped handles (fig. 7=1) % With
an important part, assurance may be granted that they belong to
the production of one center of imported tara in Olbia during

the second half of VI and the first half of the V century BC.

If it is acknowledged that attention is due to reports
concerning what pertains to tae attributes of published an-
epigraphical stamps in Aegina, this allows locallization and
description of the above groups of ampuora, wanich are of such
forms, and also, obviously, way have come from Aegina.

As we know, Aegina, possessing stony soil little suited
for tae cultivation of wheat, and therefore in need of continual
importation of bread wag, to the widdle of the V century BC, one
of the important commercial and trade centers of mainland Greece.

In conformity with the Athenian community in the period of its
blossoming, the working population of the island reached half a

million, of which 470 thousand were slaves. Even if we congigder
this figure very highly exaggerated, it is clear that about

85.4 sq km of the island could not maintain its populatien.




Although the commerce of Aegina in its foundation was oriented toward the West
and the Nile delta, evidently even in early times Aegindtan commerecial dealings
had arisen wk with the Black Sea region., An hypothesis exists that to guarantsée
& supply of grain from Pontus the Aeginetans established commercial agencies
there under the name of &egina.lz The original objects of Aegina's commerce
wers what we call trifles {bQTroq, synonymous among the Greeks with the
term "Aeginetan goods" (Alyvels iﬁ”7aka). #ith this understanding, probably,
they entered into trade in various objects and they also imported olive 0i1l3
from a number of rural households. In part, it is knowmn that on the islands
coramic objects and trade in ceramic products had wide development, and that
this was the ground for the appearance of the epithet of Aegina: XDTJ}HQLHJ }Q;«fQ“
__'dealing in pots". Besides ceramics, various ointments and fragrances were
prepared in great quantity on the islands, and grapes end olives were oultivated
with success. Possessing a strong Tleet, Aegina was a dangerous rival of
Athens, "pus in the eye of Piraeus," as Pericles expressed it. This lasting
strife between Athens and Aegina ended with the final, total subjugation of
the island in 456 BC, Aegina was forced to demolish her fortresses, to give
up her fleet, and the coining of her own money, was included in the foree
of the Athenian Union and compelled to pay a tribute which amounted to thirty
talents per year and surpassed the payment of any of the other cities in the
Union. This may be reckoned as clear evidence of Aegina's economic prosperity,
After some time, in 431, the Athenians settled finally with their early rival--
the Aeginetans were exiled from the island end their place was occupied by
Athenian kleruchs, Only after the defeat of Athens in the Peloponnesien War
the remainder of the former inhabitants were returned to the island, and their
return was independent, But the economic importence which Aegina had in the Vil
% to the first half of the V eentury could no longer be brought back.

Aeginetan ceramics are gtudied wery 1ittle in present times, whieh ean be
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explained by the heretofore slight archaeological study of the islands as

a whole.14

It is true that in published material on excavations of the
temple of Aphaia in Aegina, A. Furtwéngler allots a place to ceramics of that
date and to actual local produotion.15 lp. 24] The author also mentions
the restoration of a few types of amphoraa_.16 Amphoras like ours were not
among them. Nor were there any stamped ones. It is necessary, however,

to reject the idea that the production of amphoras undoubtedly arose from
various centers (not bringing in similar clays) and »f in various times.

Some of them, certainly, apply to no earlier than the end of the V century BC.
No traces of amphora production have yet been opened up in excavations.
Therefore it is difficult to deal with Aeginetan material. That stamped
ceramics were produced in Aegina in still much earlier times, the roof tiles
there dating from VI to the beginning of the V century BC readily witness
with their variously shaped zmxis stamps.l?

The production of amphoras with stamped handles obviously eoncerns this
time most readily of all--the first half of the V eentury BC. For the
consideration of this time, most obviously, the above groups of amphoras
should be isolated and described.

Reports of econsiderations pertaining to trade connections between Aegina
and Olbis are strengthened by the report of Herodotus. Desoribing the
preparations of Xerxes for the expedition into Europe in 480 BC, the

The short remarks of Herodotus leading up to present times, therefore,
orgefdze knowledge about the economic ties of the Black Sea area with Aegina.,
At the same time it underlines the concreteness of Herodotus'! information,
which definitely places Aegine and the Peloponnese in the role of buyers
of Pontic ﬁgéad. Howevar, among the material from the excavations of ancient
cities of the North Black Sea area until now, no goods of Aeginetan production
have come forth.

Meanwhile it is obvious (if Herodotus' reports merit confidence, and
there is no reason at all to doubt his eredibility), that the import of pontic
grain inte Aegina should naturally have been covered in accounting for exports
and their traces, and should, without doubt, be preserved in archaeological
material,

If our opinion about Aegindtan imports in Olbia leads to acknowledging
these facts worthy of consideration, they should, in combination with the
testimony of Herodotus, lead up to the conclusion that the economic ties
of Aegina with the North Black Sea region, and in part with Olbia, eoncern
the second half of the VI and first half of the V centuries BC (perhaps
preeminently the latter time), after which they broke off.

It is te be understood that all narratives bear a hypothetical echaracter,
insorfar as they extend out (or extrapolate| from their foundation on
orgenic meterial. One must hope that new exeavations will allow us to
draw near to lasting results coneerning the commerce of Aegina with the

The work on this
publication has been started by the late E. M. Pridik, and is
being successfully concluzmded by B, N. Grakoff. In this
collection is registered a great amouﬁt of stampéFrom the exca-
vations and chance finds &n the territory of the U.S.S.R in

1955 inclusive. We can only hope that this most valuable publi-
cation cgﬁﬁﬁ/be published soon. Finally, during recent years
there have been publications in connection with amphoric stamp
research, connected with historical research; and also a number
of articles describing amphora stampéﬁrom the excavations znd

from the museums.

Another article by Krushkol 1s devoted to the study of the legends on
Rhodlan stamps.105 S:udying different stamps marked with the names of dif-
ferent months, she comes to the conecluslion that Rhodian dry wine was pro-
duced 1in great guantitlies and constituted 75% of the whole export of Rhod-
izn wine. Analysing the names found on stamp legends, the author concludes
thet the eponyms ln Rhodes were from aristocratic circles, while the erg-
asterlarchs--owners of workshops-- czme from different social strata.

About that Nilsson wrote long ago.lo Another observation eof Krushkol shows
that many of the potters' names (who were slaves) are not found on etamps
with emblems. Thetg,daccording to the author, were potters (amphora work-
ers), not the owners of the works. But that is not wholly correct. There
are known a number of stampe wlth names of slaves together with am emblemg,
mndxxtxs including a representation of ahe Rhodian official sign, a pome-
granate flower. Thie fact necessitates an additional conclusion by the
author, namely that the non-eponymic Rhodian stamps could belong to differ-
ent eoclal groupes blg ergacteriarchs and small craftemen who were directly
engaged in this work,

H.Mircheff hae come to some very valusble hlstorical econclusions 1
based on studles of ampHoric stamps in t-e territory of modern Bulgaria%oG
After the Macedonlan conacuest the southwestern cea area was closely con-
nected wlth the Thrician area, hence the great preponderance of Thasian
imports. Thasos hed very ecleose and long relations with this area. As far
