article, Plate 1, no. 3. in the term of ©ZATAHTOZ, datable to the 2nd decads of

the 2nd century BC, Mrs, Philimonos-Tsopotou's amphora is the latest example

of this potter that we know, datable somewhere sround the middle of the 2nd century

BC. It is useful to have the secondary stemp on a whole amphora with two

main stamps. WMiss Grace wonders if Mrs. Philimonos-Tsopotou could check the

height of the jar, since her records suggest a height of about 80 cm. for

amphoras of this type. Miss Grace sands hex greetings and hopes that lMrs,

Philimonos-Tsopotou will visit the £gora when she comes to Athens.
