With the decline of Karnak under the Ptole
mies, the center of the city shifted 3 km south
to Luxor; and East Karnak was completely
abandoned.

Ramesside Occupation

With the benefit of the complete stratification
of Field H around the Kom el-Ahmar in the
southern part of the concession," there can now
be no doubt that East Karnak in the area covered
by Fields A, B, E, F, and N (i.e., in the northern
part of the concession) suffered a hiatus in occu
pation from the 21st to 24th dynasties. Walls of
Phase Dare built immediately over a New King
dom level with only a thin lens of alluvial soil
intervening. This New Kingdom occupation rep
resents an encroachment from the west on the
original site of the Gm-pi-hn temple. While the
open, central area once occupied by the first
court of this temple seems to have been shunned,
the peripheral terrain where once had stood the
colonnades were occupied by modest structures
of mud-brick. One of these (in quadrant J, exca
vated in 1981) had a curvilinear wall, but further
north in Field N rectilinear construction came
to light. These structures—whether residential or
for storage could not be ascertained—were
founded directly upon the underlying temple
level, the narrow foundations actually penetrat
ing into the debris and, in a few cases, making
use of stray talatat fragments in their construc
tion (fig. 11).

The date of this level (labelled initially "Ra
messide more outofhope than conviction) has
now been ascertained with some confidence,
thanks to two epigraphic finds.

Jhesc amphorae handles were stamped at the workshop
where they were made, the potter's fingerprints haye
blurred the stamp of Ramesses II, and the stamps confirm
that the contents of the amphorae were the produce of the
royal estates or were being distributed under royal
licence.

Amphorae were probably made in specialised work
shops and then transported to the vineyards, breweries
and farms where Ihey were filled.

Olive oil, perfume, scented oils
and herbs were despatched in pottery containers to Ecvpt
in Mycenaean ships.

Most of these products came first to the royal
storerooms in the capital, and at least 2,000 Mycenaean
sherds have been found so far at the royal city ofAmarna.
This jar probably - there is no certainty because analyses
of contents have produced no conclusive results - con
tained perfumed oil or creams which Egyptians used for
ceansing and for anointing themselves before banquets
and festivals.

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A HANDLE STAMPED WITH THE CARTOUCHE OF

SETI I FROM HALA SULTAN TEKKE IN CYPRUS

Description. The Cyprus Museum, Nicosia, has in its collections a handle of ajar, picked up
from the surface at Hala Sultan Tekke near the salt lakes at Larnaca insouth-eastern Cyprus (Inv.
No. 1952/1-11/6).! Only half of the handle (which is 3,8 cms. wide and 1,8 cm. thick) with an
adjoining part of the shoulder of the jar is preserved. The section of the handle is elliptical, almost
like abiconvex lens. Grey clay with red outer parts; thick, matt, yellow-green slip. On the handle,
before firing but after the shp had been applied, was stamped the cartouche (length 3cms., width
2,5 cms.) of Seti P. Stamps are usually placed on top of jar handles^, which may be the case here,
but it is difficult to prove. If itwas stamped on the upper part of this example, it is upside down^.
If the part of the wall that is preserved is the beginning of the shoulder, it is hkely that it was
rounded, not carinated. See figs, i and 2.

The site, from which the handle comes, is well known in Cypriote archaeology. Hala Sultan
Tekke must have been alarge and important Bronze Age town®. H. B. Walters (1897) and J. W.
Crowfoot (1898) excavated tombs at the site for the British Museum and the Cyprus Museum.
O. Masson has recently pubhshed extracts from the excavation reports®. To Masson's account I
would like to add thefollowing supplementary notes.

To judge by this material, Hala Sultan Tekke was inhabited from Middle Cypriote III or
Late Cypriote I A. According to Professor Gjerstad there are tombs from the Early to the Late
Bronze Age to the south-west, just between Hala Sultan Tekke and the village Dromolaksha,
at the localities Kremnos, Angathia and Vounaropoulos.^ It ispossible that thesettlement was inhabit
ed down to the Early Iron Age (and again later on) ®, although Late Cypriote IIIC pottery from
thesite has not been recorded so far.

But I
have got here fragments of one or two III B deep-bowl
craters which are akin to (but not identical with) the Rude
Style.

My own view of the
Tekke is that theinlet of the sea which isnowrepresented by
the Salt Lake must have become finaHy sealed off from the
sea somewhere in the L. C. II period, and it was mainly for
this reason that thesite lost its importance —animportance
which was transferred to Kition. as we now know from
Dr. V. Karageorghis' excavations — admittedly.

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General comments. Menmare' Seti I, the second pharaoh of the XEXth Dynasty, ruled about
1305—1290 B.C..He restored the Egyptian hegemony over Palestine and fought against Muwa-
tallis at Kadesh. He erected a fort and a temple at Beth-shan. Stelai of Seti I have been found at
Beth-shan, at Tell esh-Shihab in Transjordan and at Kadesh (Tell Nebi Mend).^ He claimed to
have conquered Alasia, whether this be true or not.^ We know that the king of Alasia (=Cyprus?)
sent rich gifts to Thothmes III and expected presents in return, particularly silver and oil.^ Did
the jar with the cartouche of Seti I contain oil or wine as a present from the Egyptian pharaoh to
a Cypriote king?

The jar, of which part of the handle is preserved, is certainly not Cypriote. Itmay be Egyptian;
several of the wine jars from the tomb of Tutankhamen are described as having entirely greenish-
grey outsides^, which may be compared with the yellow-green surface of this jar. Alternatively,
it may have come from the Palestinian coast, with which Cyprus at this time had lively contacts
-hardly asingle Late Bronze Age site in Palestine can be found without imported White Slip and
Base-ring wares.®

There were no doubt Egyptian, Syrian and Palestinian merchants and other representatives of
those countries in the harbour town of Hala Sultan Tekke. It is situated more or less opposite
Minet el-Beida and Ras Shamra, which had a mixed population.'̂ Excavations in the settlement
of Hala Sultan Tekke will no doubt throw light on Cypriote relations with the Eastern Mediter
ranean, not least with Egypt.®
